RULES AS PUBLISHED IN THE BY LAWS

BY-LAW 1

Rule 11. Cancellation and/or Postponement of Scheduled Games.

Regularly scheduled games can only be postponed or  rescheduled due to inclement weather, school functions or team illness.( Rescheduling for school functions or illness will only be done  if you cannot meet the minimum players required for your age group) These circumstances must be documented and include the names of the players involved. This Information must be submitted to the Scheduling Committee. Games can be rescheduled at an earlier or later date if both coaches and the Scheduling Committee agree. (For example, on a Friday evening instead of the following Saturday to free two coaches and referees for officiating duties all day Saturday). You must reschedule through the Scheduling Committee at least two (2) weeks in advance of the day and time you want to play the game, unless team illness is the reason for rescheduling. 

NO TEAM MAY RESCHEDULE FOR REASONS OF ATTENDING A TOURNAMENT.

If a regularly scheduled game has to be postponed, it must be cleared through the Scheduling Committee and the game must be made up before the second following regularly scheduled game (that is, before two weekends have elapsed.) This is to insure that no coach will try to postpone a difficult game until later in the season when his team will have a better chance of winning. All league officers who are also coaches must be particularly careful to see that they are not open to any type of criticism in regards to postponements of their games. The Scheduling Committee has final authority.

Rule 12. Inclement Weather Procedure.

All teams are required to show up for all scheduled games (regular or make up) at the assigned field and scheduled time, unless notified prior to  the game by the coaches communication system. The Scheduling Committee will inform coaches of make-up dates, fields and times when all games are postponed due to inclement weather. If a game is rained out before or during a game while other SYSA games are completed, the opposing coaches should mutually agree on a time and date to reschedule as soon as possible through the Scheduling Committee. The Scheduling Committee will then contact the Referee’s Association Scheduler and make arrangements for the game, referee, date, time and field. Coaches will not  Reschedule a game without  adherence to this procedure. The Scheduling Committee has final authority. 

Rain During Game.

Once a game has started, only the Referee can decide if the game is to be called off because of foul weather or possible damage to the playing field. If the game is called off prior to the mid-point of the second  half, the game must be rescheduled and replayed in its entirety. If the game has reached or gone beyond the mid-point of the second half, the game will stand with the score as it is at that particular time. Remember, the Referee has the final authority to postpone a game because of weather and/or playing field conditions. 
RULES AS AMENDEDED BY BOARD MEETING OF Jan of 2003

Coaches who do not show up for a game or reschedules without proper procedures as outlined by Spindletop Rules  shall be fined $75.00 plus a seven day(coaching) suspension which shall be extended until fine is paid.
